QUANTIFIERS

A. Introduction

A quantifier is a word that comes before a noun (a person,

place, or thing). It shows the quantity (amount) of that noun.

In the chart below, note that the percentages are only approximate
numbers to help you understand the general amounts of each
quantifier. Quantifiers have no specific amounts attached to them.

Many Much

a lot, a large number a lot, a large amount

« before plural, count nouns + before non-count nouns

« in affirmative (positive) sentences, + in negative sentences and questions

negative sentences, and questions

*  She owns many dogs. + He wasn’'t much help on moving day.
i« We don't have many books for sale. i+ How much ice cream do you want?
* How many cookies do you want? * How much does it cost?

(= how much money?)

A plural count noun usually ends in -s, but Much is not common in affirmative
